Roger Bannister was the first human to break the four
minute mile. Until he did it, nobody thought that is was
humanly possible. Once he broke it, his record only lasted
46 days and since then hundreds of runners have broken the
four minute mile. The record today stands at 3.43.

Most of us have difficulty doing something that we have
never experienced before. Like the four minute mile, most of
us have not learned how to love and experience love at the
deepest level. What we have not experienced we will not
duplicate. Today we want to point towards God and His love
so that we can see and experience love at its deepest level.
